This report reflects some of the key activities and achieve-
ments of the Public Verdict Foundation in 2011. The pro-
grams described below are part of our mission to promote
respect for human rights and liberties in Russia. Our strate-
gic objectives are:

« to strengthen the guarantees of individual rights and liber-
ties and to ensure that every individual is protected from
abuse;

« to advance and strengthen effective mechanisms of civil-
ian oversight over the law enforcement practices;

« to advocate for a comprehensive, systemic reform of the
law enforcement agencies based on respect for human
rights principles and standards and including consistent
and mutually reinforcing change of police performance
appraisal, administration, human resources policies and
training;

* to integrate international standards for law enforcement
practices;

« tointroduce and expand comprehensive rehabilitation for
victims of police abuse, so that every case of abuse may
be recognized, perpetrators brought to justice, and victims
may access fair compensation and psychosocial assistance
and support.

The Ministry of Interior reform continued in Russia in 2011
with a number of new developments: the Law on Police
came into force; militia was renamed to police; the police
force was restructured; police officers had to pass a test to
continue their service; the Ministry of Interior issued a series
of executive orders to update the rules of reporting and per-
formance assessment, and to provide for central and local
Community Advisory Boards.

The Public Verdict Foundation has been actively involved
on behalf of Russia’s civil society in the reform of the law
enforcement agencies, in particular the Ministry of Interior.
The PVF has coordinated and actively contributed to the ac-
tivities of the NGO Working Group on the Mol Reform. We
have made proposals towards new laws, presidential de-
crees, and ministerial orders developed and adopted as part
of the MOI reform; we have closely followed the personnel
testing and certification process and the formation of Com-
munity Advisory Board; and we have been vocal in our criti-
cism. In autumn 2011, the PVF presented a methodology for
monitoring the local implementation of the Law on Police,

and led the Working Group on Mol Reform in carrying out
such monitoring.

In early December 2011, in response to wide public protests
against the electoral fraud, the PVF initiated the establish-
ment of the Joint NGO Headquarters to provide legal assis-
tance to people taking part in the protests. Members of the
Joint Headquarters include more than a dozen NGOs and
several lawyers. The Joint Headquarters provides legal ad-
vice, represents protesters in courts, monitors human rights
in the context of public protests, and contributes to legal
awareness by producing videos and leaflets. All activities of
the Joint Headquarters are reported in social networks in real
time.

In 2011, the PVF continued to offer legal, informational and
psychological support to victims of police abuse. This is our
core activity, and it also serves as basis for other programs,
such as analysis and preparation of reviews and reports for
the Russian and international bodies. Last year, we decided
to increase our presence in social networks and used them to
promote our values and share our achievements.

We completed two surveys in 2011 producing a series of
findings that may be very useful for advancing the law en-
forcement reform. The first survey was about the police
performance assessment, and the other one focused on
standards for the effective investigation of torture and cruel
and inhuman treatment. Our research is generally based on
fieldwork; we do not rely on external analysis, but prefer
instead to learn about current law enforcement practices
first-hand by interviewing investigators, police officers,
prosecutors, judges, members of city administrations, and
other practitioners. Our program of field research is one of
the few independent research programs in Russia focusing
on the law enforcement practices.

Also in 2011 we continued to offer training seminars to
members of the Russian Investigative Committee on in-
ternational standards for the effective investigation. We
mapped our findings of detention conditions and their con-
formity with standards established by the ECtHR judgments,
and members of local Community Supervisory Boards (SCB)
in a number of regions have been using this map as a moni-
toring tool.

The PVF has been active internationally, as well as in Rus-
sia. We were among the founders of the EU-Russia Civil So-
ciety Forum, and the PVF Director now serves on the Steering
Committee of the Forum. The PVF experts have given pres-
entations at international conferences in Moscow, Paris, Ye-
revan and Washington, DC.

This report provides details of the activities outlined above,
and many others.

In 2011, the Public Verdict Foundation was supported by
The John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur Foundation, the
Open Society Institute Assistance Foundation, Oak Founda-
tion, the European Commission, the UN Voluntary Fund for
Victims of Torture, the National Endowment for Democracy,
the Norwegian Helsinki Committee, and by private donors.

Seminar

The Public Verdict organized and conducted a seminar on
the ECtHR reform in Gelendzhik (Krasnodar Region). Ex-
perts of regional human rights organizations working with
the penitentiary and law enforcement systems, lawyers,
and legal educators attended the event. Participants from
Krasnoyarsk, Nizhny Novgorod, Syktyvkar, Moscow, No-
vorossiysk and other cities spent several days exploring the
new rules adopted by the European Court of Human Rights
in processing the applications, with particular focus on ap-
plications concerning torture investigations, use of evidence
allegedly obtained in violation of Article 3 and in absence of
legal counsel, and those concerning failure to provide ad-
equate medical care to prisoners.

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"With support from the Public Verdict, we successfully
claimed compensation for pecuniary and non-pecuniary
harm on behalf of businessman Victor Potryvaev in 2011;

he was awarded 76 thousand rubles for unlawful detention
and 24-hour interrogation at Kominternovsky Police Office
in Voronezh, and for loss of his personal possessions seized

and destroyed by police.

Teacher Pavel Manzhos was finally able to get the
authorities to press criminal charges against unidentified
police officers at the Central District Police Office who had
subjected the teacher to extreme torture. The European
Court of Human Rights initiated and completed the
communication process in Manzhos' case in 2011, and we
are now waiting for a judgment.

We helped the Lykov family prepare their application to the
ECtHR. Evidence reveals that the 19-year-old Sergei Lykov
had been tortured before he mysteriously “fell” from the

window of the criminal investigator’s office at Investigative

Unit No 6 in Voronezh, and subsequently died unconscious

Press Conferences

A press conference at Interfax titled “Russia Needs an In-
dependent Body for Complaints against the Police”.

The press conference urged for an independent body in-
vestigating complaints against the police. According to hu-
man rights advocates, the new agency should be financed
by the government, but independent of the Interior Minis-
try, while the government should ensure confidentiality of
complaints against the police and safety of applicants and
investigators of complaints. Human rights advocates have
launched a campaign to demand the establishment of an
complaint body.

"l am very pleased that our cooperation with the Public
Verdict Foundation goes beyond standard media requests
for comment on certain incidents. In November, Izvestia
reported a horrendous story from Mozhaisk, where the lo-
cal police beat 12-year-old Bogdan Bondar who then had to
be hospitalized with a broken arm and brain concussion. We
contacted the Public Verdict, and their team immediately
got involved offering legal and psychological assistance to
the teen’s family. Together, we got the authorities to press
criminal charges against the police officers, and they are no
longer in the police force. This sort of outcome means more
for a newspaper than reposts on Facebook or comments in
LiveJournal”.

Case:

B, 12y.0., was out in a courtyard with his friends when two
policemen came along and said that the teens were drunk.
B. got scared and ran. The police caught him and pushed him
against a concrete wall, then they pulled him up and steered
him to the police office by his twisted arm. As a result the
teen had to be hospitalized with a broken arm and brain
concussion. No alcohol was found in his system. The police
face criminal charges. Since then, B. has been receiving psy-
chological rehabilitation services from the PVF; his sleep has
returned to normal and he is back to school.

“Before that incident, | had never had encounters with police.
Trying to find justice was a struggle. We appealed to every
authority, all the way up to the city mayor. | felt as if the entire
city turned against me. When | met with the Deputy Mayor,
he threatened that | might lose my children and parental rights
if 1 did not give up. The school insisted that | take my son else-
where. Before | contacted the Public Verdict and it became
known, the investigative department staff would not even
say 'hello’ to me, but now they are more respectful”.

Seminars

In November, the Public Verdict held another one of their
seminars on psychosocial rehabilitation of survivors of
abuse. The seminar was held in Moscow for psychologists
wishing to share relevant experience and discuss issues with
colleagues. For the first time, an international dimension
was brought to this traditional seminar: participants from
Novokuznetsk, Syktyvkar, Irkutsk, Murmansk, Krasnodar,
Armavir and Moscow were joined by their colleagues from
Yerevan, Armenia.

The seminar focused mainly on narrative practice, as the
Foundation’s psychological support service relies mainly on
this type of counseling. This time, however, the seminar also
featured an introduction to another treatment modality,
namely the Marilyn Murray (USA) method of dealing with
trauma.

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Our research was focused on two main areas in 2011;

* Assisting the reform of the police performance evaluation
system

* Implementation of international standards for law en-
forcement practice

Police performance appraisal system

Our approach is based on the idea that police offic-
ers should be involved in finding solutions. First we con-
ducted a sociological case study to explore how the po-
lice performance evaluation system works in a real-life
context and in what way it affects the everyday po-
lice practices and police interactions with the public.

Sociological case studies enable a detailed and thorough
study of issues as they unfold by adapting research meth-
ods as needed. Some of the advantages of this approach are
that it provides a variety of techniques (expert interviews,
in-depth interviews, experiments, document analysis, direct
observation, etc.) and allows researches to involve the target
group in efforts to formulate the problem, search for solu-
tions, and contribute to future implementation of these so-
lutions. In addition, this approach gives researchers the free-
dom to choose and configure suitable research tools and to
adjust them as necessary.

Our research team conducted a series of interviews with
law enforcement officers currently in service and a series of
seminars with police and other authorities; prepared analyti-
cal reports; organized a number of meetings and events for
the police force and other law enforcement authorities to
develop proposals for changing the current system of police
performance evaluation. This work was conducted in four
Russian regions, including the Republic of Komi, Altai, Kras-
noyarsk and Perm Territories. As a next step, we plan to run
experiments in the pilot regions to field test alternative ap-
proaches to police performance evaluation.

The publication is based on materials of “Police departments per-
formance evaluation system in work practice of law-enforcement
authorities” research, in the framework of the “Creation of precon-

The Ministry of Interior reform began while we were con-
ducting our research for this book. As part of the reform,
militia was renamed to police. The reform addressed certain
police practices, but the old police administration system
remained virtually intact, as did the performance appraisal
criteria. Our research reveals that the appraisal system ap-
parently designed to improve police performance and re-
duce crime has the actual effect of what may be described
as “production of crime.”

The main purpose of pilot experiments is to try out an al-
ternative system of police administration and police perfor-
mance evaluation. The pilot projects will use feedback from
the public to evaluate police performance and to encourage
police to meet the needs of the community.

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Our analysis of police administration and performance ap-
praisal systems has informed the memorandums and work-
plans of the Working Group on Police Reform. The Working
Group is a coalition of NGOs seeking to advance the police
reform; the Coalition is currently one of the few independ-
ent expert and activist groups monitoring the police reform
process on behalf of the public.

Implementation of international standards for law
enforcement practice

Promoting effective investigation standards and their in-
tegration in the practice of the Russian Investigative Com-
mittee.

We explore and analyze the practices of investigative and
oversight bodies responsible for overseeing the implementa-
tion of the prohibition of torture and ill-treatment. Our goal
is to promote effective investigation of every report of tor-
ture.

In Russia, the Investigative Committee is empowered to
review and investigate reports of torture, and the Prosecu-
tor's Office oversees the legality of the police practices and
proper investigation of complaints by the Investigative Com-
mittee. The Public Verdict Foundation has conducted a com-
prehensive study of investigation and prosecution practices.

We have looked at the procedure for processing torture
and/or ill-treatment complaints, including established ap-
proaches to verification of such complaints, and studied the
Prosecutor’s Office’s approaches to assessing the perfor-
mance of the Investigative Committee.

Our research is based on review of criminal cases litigated
by the Public Verdict Foundation and its regional partners,
and on fieldwork in three regions - Komi, Krasnoyarsk and
Perm - involving expert interviews with investigators, pros-
ecutors, judges and regional NGOs supporting investigation
of individual complaints.

“First of all, the Foundation’s studies are professional,
secondly, they are interdisciplinary; thirdly, they are directly
associated with human rights practice. Methods used by
the specialists enable one to work with dif ficult and rather
sensitive subject area. Due to data obtained within the
research framework we possess a truer picture as regards a
number of burning issues, which are frequently hushed up
or mystified in of ficial mass media”.

Implementation of the European Court of Human
Rights judgments with regard to places of detention

We also work to prevent torture in places of detention,
mainly by insisting on the implementation of relevant judg-
ments of the ECtHR.

To help monitor detainee rights, we have developed a
Workbook for observers; the Workbook uses sociological
methods to assist in recording and analyzing information.
In preparing the Workbook, we reviewed the ECtHR's judg-
ments and came up with an implementation checklist - what
must be done to implement a judgment. Then we presented
the checklist in a practical format and added instructions to
create a Workbook.

This tool helps focus the attention of prison administra-
tors and external observers on specific circumstances and
parameters likely to result in violation of the Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms.

Seminars for CSBs members

A series of training sessions have been offered to users of
the Workbook; we will continue our efforts to involve mem-
bers of CSBs, prosecutors and prison administrators in the
implementation of the ECtHR’s judgments to improve de-
tention practices in Russia.

Shadow Reports to International Human Rights
Bodies

* Preparing a shadow report of Russian NGOs to the UN
Committee against Torture

The Foundation initiated a coalition of human rights NGOs
to prepare a Shadow NGO Report to the UN Committee
against Torture. The report will review Russia's compliance
with its obligations under the UN Convention against Torture
and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punish-
ment. The coalition includes prominent NGOs, such as the
Memorial Human Rights Center, the Civic Assistance Commit-
tee, the Penal Reform International, the Institute for Human
Rights, the Independent Psychiatric Association, the Commit-
tee against Torture, the Soldiers’ Mothers of St. Petersburg,
the Citizen, Army, and Law Human Rights Group, and some
others. The report will be submitted in the second half of
2012. The Foundation serves as the main coordinator respon-
sible for the Shadow Report preparation and submission.

e Taisia Osipova's Defense

In early 2011, the Public Verdict Foundation corresponded
with the World Organisation Against Torture (OMCT) about
the Taisia Osipova case to encourage this highly respected
international coalition to intervene publicly on behalf of
Taisia. OMCT also gathered details of the case from other
organizations to obtain a comprehensive and impartial pic-
ture. As a result, OMCT made two strong statements about
gross violations against Taisia, in particular the potentially
life-threatening conditions of her detention, and urged the
Russian authorities to conduct a medical examination and to
provide adequate health care to Taisia. OMCT also demand-
ed her release due to lack of evidence and insisted on a new
investigation in accordance with international legal stand-
ards; should any evidence be found to support the charges
against her, the trial must be conducted by an impartial and
competent tribunal with adequate procedural safeguards at
all stages. In addition, a staff lawyer of the Public Verdict
Foundation filed an application with the European Court of
Human Rights concerning inadequate conditions of deten-
tion and failure to provide health care to Taisia Osipova.

MEXOYHAPOOHOE COTPYOHWUYECTBO / INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION

Organizing International Conferences

An international conference titled “Andrei Sakharov: Con-
cerns and Hopes” was held in Moscow in May 2011 opening
a series of events dedicated to the 90th anniversary of the
famous academic and public figure. Experts of the Public
Verdict Foundation delivered a session on Human Rights and
Public Safety as part of the Conference to explore current
challenges of balancing individual rights and public safety
globally.

Attending International Meetings

In October, the Foundation attended an International Con-
ference on the Future of Democracy and Civil Society in Ye-
revan organized by the Open Society Institute — Armenia,
jointly with Counterpart International and USAID. During
the three-day conference, experts in the fields of human
rights, corruption, and democratic governance from more
than 30 countries explored the challenges of advancing de-
mocracy and civil society. A representative of the Public Ver-
dict Foundation made a presentation at a panel on the right
to justice as part of democratic institutions and processes,
highlighting, in particular, some of the obstacles to this right
in Russia, such as insufficient guarantees of judicial inde-
pendence, administrative control over the judiciary carried
over from Soviet times, huge case backlogs and low quality
of investigation, human rights violations during investiga-
tion, and lack of access to public legal aid.

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In March 2011, the Public Verdict Foundation attended the
inaugural conference of the EU=Russia Civil Society Forum
in Prague (the Czech Republic). The conference elected the
first Steering Committee of the Forum, comprised of repre-
sentatives of leading NGOs and civil society movements in
Russia and the European Union, including the Public Verdict
Foundation Director Natalia Taubina. The Forum'’s objective
is to develop shared positions across civil societies in Russia,
the European Union and other European countries concerning
human rights, social justice, democracy, rule of law, environ-
ment and other important European and Russian priorities.

In June 2011, a Russia-EU Summit was held in Nizhny
Novgorod, attended by Russian President Dmitry Medvedev
and representatives of the European Union. The Steering
Committee of the EU—Russia Civil Society Forum held a series
of parallel events, such as a press briefing, a meeting with
representatives of Nizhny Novgorod civil society groups, and
negotiations with the European Commission officials. After
the summit, the Foundation together with colleagues from
the Forum'’s Steering Committee met with representatives
of the Russian Foreign Ministry to discuss prospects for co-

Ngo Working group to Advance the Ministry of In-

As the key coordinator of the NGO Working Group on the
Ministry of Interior (Mol) Reform, the Foundation organised
several WG meetings, in order to:

« discuss and monitor the progress of police reform and
public response to its key developments;

* prepare the WG's opinions and proposals concerning poli-
cies and regulations developed in the course of the reform
process;

+ discuss and adopt the Working Group's strategies and their
implementation.

On February 7, 2011, the Russian President signed into ef-
fect the Federal Law on Police. The Working Group prepared
a statement pointing out some of the major deficiencies of
the new law.

The Working Group welcomes the fact that the new law
upholds the fundamental rule of law principles, such as pro-
hibition of torture and priority of human rights. However,
these concepts are not fully developed in the text of the law;
therefore their direct enforcement may be problematic.

Another concern is that the law fails to address the funda-
mental principles of public oversight over police conduct and
citizens’ involvement in law enforcement decision-making
and performance appraisal.

Moreover, the enacted version of the law contains cer-
tain provisions which undermine the guarantees of citizens’
rights and allow police to exceed their powers without much

constraint. Particular concerns include: the use of force and
crowd control devices by police; the right to inspect organi-
zations and their documents, and to summon individuals to
appear at a police office so that police may investigate re-
ports against them, collect their personal data and bank ac-
count information.

Even though the country’s leaders had repeatedly prom-
ised to limit police roles, they were not substantially limited.
The roles of police continue to include tax inspections, provi-
sion of contract-based security services to property owners,
and other inappropriate enforcement practices, which tend
to breed corruption in Russia and divert police from their
main objecives of creating a safe social environment, pre-
venting and combating crime.

Concerning public discussion of the bill, the Working
Group notes that setting up a website for this purpose had
been a good idea, but most results of this discussion were
lost, rather than serve to improve the bill. Suggestions post-
ed on the website were considered behind closed doors and
never publicised.

Addressing a February 1, 2011 meeting of the Council for
Civil Society and Human Rights, President Dmitry Medve-
dev described the new law as “historic” - but admitted that
it needs to be improved. Therefore, the Working Group in-
tends to continue its efforts to improve the law by monitor-
ing its implementation, preparing amendments and drafting
other relevant acts.

On March 1, 2011, the NGO Working Group for Police Re-
form announced the following joint plans:

+ conduct independent monitoring to assess implementation
of the Law on Police in Russian regions;

* prepare amendments to the Law on Police and submit them
to the President and the Parliament;

« get the authorities to recognize the need for a compre-
hensive approach, so that the reform is not limited to the
police force, but involves the entire Ministry of Interior
system; the concept of Mol reform should be broadly dis-
cussed by the public and subsequently approved by the
Head of State.

In May 2011, the President signed a Decree on Public Ad-
visory Councils to the Ministry of Interior. Members of the
Working Group had contributed their proposals and amend-
ments to the draft Decree. Some of the WG proposals
were accepted, but many others were rejected. The Work-
ing Group members have publicly expressed their concerns
over a number of provisions in the Decree. In particular, the
Decree introduces substantial and unreasonable restrictions
on membership in the Advisory Council, and authorizes the
Ministry of Interior to convene the Advisory Council and ap-
prove its members.

In 2011, the Working Group on Mol Reform monitored the
implementation of the Law on Police in 6 Russian regions. In
the autumn of 2011, the WG launched a nationwide postcard
campaign urging the President to establish an independent
body to review complaints of police abuse.

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In 2011, the Working Group met three times: two meetings
(in February and June) were hosted by the Public Verdict
Foundation in Moscow, and one was hosted by the Memo-
rial Human Rights Commission in Syktyvkar, Komi Republic.
The WG used the meetings to finalize its work plans; to clar-
ify its joint position on the reform progress - subsequently
reflected in its published statements and papers (described
above); to discuss the scope and methodology of moni-
toring the Law on Police implementation; and to design a
postcard signature collection campaign aimed at creating
an independent and effective mechanism of reporting and
responding to police abuse.

Joint NGO Headquarters provide legal assistance
to protesters for fair elections

Since the start of protests against the parliamentary elec-
tions fraud, the Public Verdict Foundation has initiated and
participated in the Joint NGO Headquarters to provide legal
assistance to protesters. The Joint Headquarters was estab-
lished in the context of unprecedentedly high participation
in street protests as a response to numerous violations com-
mitted by police against the 5-6 December 2011 protesters.
The Joint Headquarters involves 15 human rights groups
across the country.

The Joint Headquarters works to educate people about
their rights and how to apply them, and to offer legal as-
sistance to victims of gross violations (beatings during arrest
and while in custody, unlawful detention or forged police
reports).

A helpline was made available during the days of street
protests for fair elections. Public Verdict staff in Moscow
and lawyers of our partner organizations in other regions
received the calls, gave legal advice over the phone and pro-
vided a legal counsel, if necessary.

The Public Verdict lawyers designed educational leaflets
for the public based on some of the patterns observed be-
fore and during the street protests. Having reviewed com-
mon complaints, police practices and reported violations, we
came up with advice for protesters, which we believe to be
of particular relevance today in the context of growing civic
engagement.
